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Ligny 1815 Museum

With a rich collection of period objects and an attractive scenography, it retraces the daily life of the soldiers plunged into the
hell of the battle of 16 June 1815 at Ligny and evokes the fate and resilience of the village community.

In Ligny, a man fell every second of the day

In Ligny, a peaceful village of 900 inhabitants, on 16 June 1815, two armies faced each other: Blicher's Prussian army, with its
87,000 men and 216 cannons, and Napoleon's French army, with its 65,000 men and 240 cannons.

For six hours, fierce fighting took place in the streets, gardens and houses of the village. By the end of the day, Ligny was in

flames and thousands of corpses littered the battlefield.
